Seceuroshield 3801is an Insurance/Police Approved Level 1 aluminium rolling shutter. They can be used on domestic, commercial and retail properties requiring an above average level of security. 

They can be used on windows, doorways, serving hatches, etc.

Minimum width available is 900mm overall end guides (760mm between guides).

Minimum height available is 900mm overall to top of hood (735mm to underside of hood – bottom rail hangs down 58mm below bottom of hood)

Maximum width available is 3000mm overall end guides (2860mm between guides).

Maximum height available is 4000mm overall to top of hood (3750mm to underside of hood – bottom rail hangs down 58mm below bottom of hood)

The curtain uses double skin extruded aluminium 38mm laths with anti vandal windlocks.

Punched or perforated laths are NOT available.

The bottom rail is an extruded aluminium section with steel reinforcing angle.

Supplied with a key lock in the bottom rail or guide bullet locks (at extra cost). The lock must be unlocked prior to operation or the motor will be damaged.

An electric interlocking device can be fitted at extra cost.

The 70mm guide channels are aluminium reinforced with steel at the bottom.

A hood (coil casing) is included as standard.

Finishes:

Curtain (Laths): White RAL 9010, Brown RAL 8014 or Cream RAL 1015.

Bottom Rail, Hood and Guides: White RAL 9010 or Dark Brown BS 08 B 29.

Other powder coated colours are available at extra cost.

Operation:

Electric operation by single phase tube motor only.

Manual override available at extra cost. (Manual override can ONLY be on the inside of the building/room)
